We learned a lot
about this kind of partnering in Turkey, because the workers were so few. Here, there are plenty of people
who have Christ in their lives, they just need to be motivated and mobilized and over time, God will use us to
help them master their skills in making the gospel clear.

Commission. Thank you for standing behind us with giving and prayers!
